Ferndale Chapter Policy —Dollars for Scholars 

The Ferndale Chapter of Dollars for Scholars recognizes its obligation to set forth clear policies for awarding scholarship funds to Ferndale School District graduates. 

1. Scholarship recommendations will be made by a committee comprised of members of the Ferndale Chapter of Dollars for Scholars. Final selection of recipients is at the sole discretion of the Board. Any information considered in choosing scholarship recipients will be kept strictly confidential. Notification of scholarship recipients will occur on or before Senior Recognition night at Ferndale High School in May of the current school year. 

2. Scholarship recipients will be selected based upon the students' scholastic achievement, intellectual ability, character, promise of contribution to society, need, and recommendations. 

3. Selection of recipients will be made without discrimination as to the applicant's race, gender, religious creed, country of origin, or relationship with the Ferndale Chapter of Dollars for Scholars. 

4. Scholarships will not be awarded to any student who has received (or subsequently does receive) an admission to any military academy. 

5. Recipients must be enrolled in a degree or certification program at any four-year, bachelor-degree-granting college or university or any community college or state-supported technical college. Scholarships may be awarded to students enrolling in private trade schools at the discretion of the board. 

6. Scholarship award checks are made out to the recipient and to the post-secondary institution of the recipient's choice. They are then mailed to the scholarship recipient.
